If we died with Him we will also live with Him
if we endure with Him we will also reign with Him
_if we disown Him He will also disown us
if we are faithless He will remain faithful.
Note while Jesus Christ paid the price for our sin
salvation is not automatic
We must die to sin and put our trust in him
or he will disown us and we will remain static
Let us now look at the word “therefore” because as far as [ can see
When the word “therefore” is used in scripture it is used deliberately
Therefore if anyone is in Christ
he is a new creation
the old has gone and the new has come
What wonderful news this should be for everyone
We should shout from the mountain tops of the peace Christ gives within
Because many need their burdens lifted and their souls cleansed of sin
We again read the word “therefore” in Romans12 verse 1
Here Paul clearly tells us what God expects of everyone
Therefore I urge you brothers
in view of God’s mercy
offer your bodies as living sacrifice
holy and pleasing to Him.
